Clinic Infection Control Inspection

At least monthly, the Branch Infection Control Officer should conduct a formal walkthrough of his/her assigned clinic.  Periodically, arrangements should be made for the Command ICO to accompany the Branch ICO on the walkthrough.

The following areas should be inspected:

A.  Operatories

      1.  General appearance and organization of operatory

      2.  Cleanliness of spaces and equipment

      3.  Storage of instruments and supplies

      4.  Expiration dates on sterilized packages

           (unless Event-related packaging is in effect)

      5.  Knowledge and practices (of staff) which prevent 

          cross-contamination

B.  Central Sterilization Room:

     1.  Availability of CSR manual and other quick references for equipment and 

      procedures

     2.  General appearance and organization of CSR

     3.  Cleanliness of spaces and equipment

     4.  Sterilization logs, including records of biological and vacuum testing

     5.  Knowledge and practices (of staff) which achieve functional flow and

     minimize potential for occupational injury

C.  Radiology

      1.  General appearance and organization of Radiology

      2.  Cleanliness of spaces and equipment

      3.  Storage of instruments and supplies

      4.  Expiration dates on sterilized packages

           (unless Event-related packaging is in effect)

      5.  Knowledge and practices (of staff) which minimize

          cross-contamination (especially use of barriers and proper handling

          of film to avoid contamination of processor

D.  Regulated Waste

     1.  Knowledge and practices (of staff)–each staff member should be able

          to discuss which items are Regulated Waste and protocol for handling and

         disposal of Regulated Waste

     2.  Waste logs

E.  Immunizations/Test Roster

     1.  Roster updated quarterly

F.  Occupational Exposure to Bloodborne Pathogens (Sharp-stick) Protocol

     1.  Knowledge and practices  (of staff)—each staff member should be able to discuss 

          protocol for follow-up after occupational exposure to bloodborne pathogens

     2.  Knowledge and practices (of staff)  which minimize potential for occupational 

          injury

     3.  Follow-up—have all injuries been reported to Command ICO and Command

          Safety Officer.  Is follow-up testing current?

G.  Infection Control Manual

     1.  Does it contain:  BUMED 6600.10A; NNDC 6600.10E; OSHA CFR 29     

      1910.1030?

     2.  Can all staff-members discuss the Infection Control Plan and locate the manual?

Branch ICO’s may use any form or checksheet that is convenient to record the walkthrough.  These records should be filed and held in the individual clinic 

(Branch or Annex).  A summary of the walkthroughs should be included in the quarterly Infection Control Report to the Command ICO.
