Infection Control Indoctrination Training should occur as soon as possible.  Training should occur prior to assignment to patient care.

OSHA requires that the staff-member have the opportunity to ask questions.   The ICO should be available during the time the staff-member is viewing the program.

After the training the new staff-member should know:

What is the Infection Control Plan?

Where is a copy of the IC Plan located in the clinic?

Who is the Branch ICO?

What are the risks (of infectious disease) to dental healthcare workers?

What precautions do we take?

What happens if a staff-member has a sharp stick or splash?

What is Regulated Waste in this area?

What happens to Regulated Waste in your clinic?

How is infection Control important to our patients, other staff, our families?

What are ways to avoid cross-contamination in the operatory?

Where is surface disinfectant kept/mixed?

What are the IC procedures for Radiology?

Where is CSR?

What are the responsibilities of the chairside assistant/technician in preparing instruments for return to CSR?

What happens to impressions or prostheses going to the lab?

Where is clean and dirty laundry kept in the clinic?

What are the rules for scrubs/ labcoats/clinic shoes, etc.?
